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Composition of the Contingent

We are pleased to report that our estimates
for the size of the Contingent have been
found to be correct, and we have agreed with
the organising team that 111 Units will be
representing the United Kingdom. This will be
the largest ever UK Contingent to a
Jamboree. Each County/ Area has been
contacted to confirm the size of their
Contingent and in many cases,
representatives of Girlguiding UK are part of
these Units. We would like to encourage joint
working wherever possible T and this could
include joint training events and fundraising.
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Unit Preparation

We hope that many Units are now complete,
or that you are planning to complete the
selection of the Unit by Easter. This should
provide sufficient time to prepare the Unit
and to complete any necessary fundraising
activities. If you have not already done so,
you may like to think of a Unit name T
particularly if there is more than one Unit
coming from your County/Area/Country.
Please let the Contingent Office know the
names of Units.

We are putting together plans for the Unit
Leadersi weekend taking place from 16 T 18
June 2006. This will be an opportunity for
Unit Leaders to receive detailed updates on
progress, find out how to prepare a Unit for a
Jamboree, share experiences with other

Counties/Areas/Countries and to meet the
Contingent Management Team.

Each Unit is allocated two places at the Unit
Leadersi weekend, but should a Unit wish to
purchase more places, they will be able to.
We hope that every Unit will be represented
as some key documents and information will
be released at the event.

To enable final plans to be constructed,
please complete the enclosed form with
details of the Unit Leaders wishing to attend.
The programme for the weekend will
commence on Saturday morning, but
attendees are welcome to arrive on Friday
evening.

At the weekend, Unit Leaders will receive a
handbook to assist them in their role. If you
would find a particular set of information
useful, please let the Contingent Office know
so that it can be included.

It is important that where Counties/Areas/
Countries have more than one Unit, that each
Unit is able to operate as a separate entity.
On the Jamboree site, it is likely that the
Units will be a considerable distance apart.
Even if the training and other events
beforehand are being run jointly, it is
important that the Unit is ready to operate as
a distinct group of 36 young people and four
adults.

Contingent Support Team (CST)

We are pleased to announce that a
Contingent Support Team has been selected
following a selection weekend in Birmingham.
The CST will consist of about 25 volunteers
from around the UK who are going to be
available to support Units during the
preparations for the Jamboree, and to
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support the whole Contingent during the
event itself.

Each Unit will be allocated a member of the
CST who will be their key support during next
eighteen months. Full details will be available
at the Unit Leaders weekend.

International Service Team (1ST)

Over the past few months, detailed
discussions have been taking place with the
Jamboree Organising Team about their
requirements for International Service Team
members. We will need a large number of
volunteers for the full duration of the event,
and recruitment of the IST will be starting
shortly.

We are delighted to advise that the fee for
UK IST has now been agreed and is
significantly reduced from previous estimates.
We are able to offer further reductions for
early payment and for those aged 18-25 at
the time of the Jamboree.

For those aged 26 or over on 27" July 2007
(ie born on or before 27" July 1981) the UK
IST fee is £574, but if the payment is made
according to schedule 1 below, there is a £25
discount.

Payment details for IST aged 26+

For those aged 18-25 on 26" July 2007 (ie
born on or between 28" July 1981 7 26" July
1989) there is a further reduction of £50; and
if payment is made promptly the total fee is

just £499. The same payment schedule is
used but with the appropriate reduction,

detailed below:

Promotion of IST opportunities

To enable Counties and Areas to positively
promote the opportunities that joining the
International Service Team offers we are
planning two fiinformation dayso. We hope
that each County/Area could find an
individual that could fichampioné the cause of
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IST locally and act as a motivator,
information portal and point of contact for
local IST.

The champion or coordinator could be
someone that is already signed up to attend
the Jamboree, it could be someone that has
been to a Jamboree before, it might be
something that the ACC/AAC (International)
or Agent 2:007 might be interested in. The
aim of the IST information day is to give
information, motivation and enthusiasm to
these individuals who can then take away all
the positive messages back to their Counties
and Areas and sign people up to this once-in-
a-lifetime experience.

Pre-Jamboree Experience

As with previous Jamborees, the Contingent
Management Team wish to bring together
the whole Contingent before the event. We
have examined detailed proposals for
different options for the pre-Jamboree
experience, and hope to make a firm decision
before the Unit Leadersi weekend. We have
already announced that this experience will
take place in the UK, as the options to take
the whole Contingent overseas have proved
too expensive and not logistically viable.

Home Hospitality

Many countries attending the World
Jamboree will be wishing to participate in
Home Hospitality before or after the event.
We hope that every County/Area will be
advertising the opportunity of hosting Units
from overseas and encouraging both group
and individual hosting.

Unit Payment Schedules

County/Area Commissioners have recently
been notified of the payment schedule for the
Jamboree. These deadlines are not
negotiable as we have to transfer payments
to the Jamboree Organising Team on these
dates.

£150 per person by 7 April 2006
£300 per person by 31 July 2006
£300 per person by 31 October 2006
Balance of fees by 31 January 2007

The payment of the first instalment will
confirm the size of each County/Areais
Contingent. If you wish to negotiate the
number in your Contingent, please contact
the Contingent Office well before the first
payment date.

Bursaries

We are pleased to announce that a bursary
fund is available for members of the UK
Contingent. This fund is dedicated to helping
individuals who would not normally be able to
attend a Jamboree due to financial
circumstances.

Applications should be made by personal
letter to the Contingent Office explaining why
the individual wants to attend the Jamboree
and how the individual will benefit from the
experience. The letter should also include a
brief explanation of the circumstances that
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mean the individual needs support from the
bursary fund and what other fundraising
activities are planned.

The letter should contain the individualis full
name, date of birth and whether the
individual is applying as a participant, Unit
Leader or member of the International
Service Team. It should also indicate the
individualis County/Area and District. Finally,
the letter should state how much the
individual is applying for.

There is no minimum or maximum amount
and applications for any proportion of the fee
will be considered. The letter should be
accompanied by a supporting letter from the
County/Area or District Commissioner
showing their support for the application. A
standardised supporting letter can be
requested from the Contingent Office or
found on the UK Contingent website.

The closing date for applications is 30™
September 2006.
